May assist
single parents, arrange adoptions, find foster homes for abandoned or abused
children. In schools, they address such problems as teenage pregnancy, misbehavior, &
truancy. May also advise teachers.

Provide individuals, families, & groups w/ psychosocial support needed to cope with
chronic, acute, or terminalillness.
