About 40 of the 150 eligible spring 2019 graduates were recognized at the Hardin County
Schools Performing Arts Center at John Hardin High School.

Degrees earned included bachelor’s, master’s and doctorate degrees in systems management,
computer information technology, social work, nursing and more. Delivering the student address
was Loretta Sonsalla, who was awarded a Bachelor of Arts degree in criminology. Sonsalla

reflected on the work she and her fellow graduates did to obtain their degrees.

“The hours spent in the library, in our classrooms, reading while grabbing lunch at our full-time
jobs, time spent on group projects, submitting discussion board entries, researching for those

final papers and, last but not least, studying for the final exam, it has all paid off,” she said.

Sonsalla wished her fellow graduates good luck in the future.

“After today, some of you will go on to new jobs,” she said. “Some of you will remain with your
current jobs and hopefully get a promotion. And some of you may apply to even higher learning,
such as grad school or law school. But wherever you go from here, | encourage you — continue

to learn. Let everyday be your classroom.”

Another student who attended the ceremony was Dmarc Gray. Originally from Detroit, Gray

moved to Elizabethtown in 2012 following the decline of Michigan’s automotive industry.
