A. Graduate Faculty Thesis/Dissertation Workloads

a. Mark Doggett created the document in response to increased workloads. Benchmarks and other models were considered in relationship to compensation and release time. The document is not a recommendation, but rather a request for the Graduate Council to review to make a recommendation. Nedra Atwell thanked Mark for his work. Elizabeth Jones commented that the working draft of the Faculty Handbook currently provides reduced course loads at the discretion of the department head and asked who should address this issue given that the University Senate is responsible for the Faculty Handbook. Richard Bowker said that one size doesn’t fit all because the quantity of research (theses, specialist projects and dissertations) varies by departments and colleges. Retta Poe added that the Doctoral Advisory Committee recently worked on gaining a stipend for faculty chairing Ed.D. dissertations. The committee is still working on gaining a stipend for the methodologist. Nevil Speer recommended that an ad hoc committee should make a recommendation to Graduate Council and then the Faculty Welfare Committee of the University Senate.  Mark Doggett will chair the committee comprised of Nedra Atwell, Michael Ann Williams, and Nevil Speer.
