REPORT FROM THE CHAIR
Dr. Pam Petty, 2010-2011 Chair of the University Curriculum Committee opened the meeting by introducing herself and letting the Committee know how passionate she is about the curriculum on this campus; she said that although she is more familiar with the curriculum at the graduate level, she is looking forward to working with the undergraduate curriculum.  Dr. Petty said she appreciates being a part of this assembly and asked that everyone show their courtesy towards her and one another, and she will in return show the same courtesies.  Chair Petty said that her most important charge to this Committee is to take what we do for our WKU students’ very very seriously.  
Chair Petty said it was brought to her attention that the minutes of April 22, 2010 were inadvertently omitted on the UCC website.  She said she would post them, and they would be voted upon at the next meeting.
Chair Petty said we do not have all of our membership in place; some colleges still need to submit their representatives.  Chair Petty said that there have been some misunderstandings about how the elections are to be held.  So she feels by our next meeting all membership will be in place.
Dr. Petty said one charge that was given to her was to look at all our curriculum forms that are now in place, as well as the Guideline forms that were discussed at the last Committee meeting. These forms were brought forward as Old Business for today.  Chair Petty said the Steering Sub Committee will be in place today and her charge to them will be to look at all the curricular proposal forms that are presently being used by the University Curriculum Committee.  These forms can be seen on our website, as well as the Guideline forms that were discussed, but left over from the last meeting.  Dr. Petty said we need 3 voting members for the Steering Committee:  Retta Poe volunteered as Chair, along with Molly Kirby, University College, Lauren Bland from CHHS  and Carol Watwood, University Libraries.  Freida Eggleton will serve as Advisory to the Committee.  The Academic Quality Committee was next, and Andrew McMichael said he would serve as Chair and Freida Eggleton, Registrar will serve as Advisory. Marge Maxwell, College of Education volunteered to serve as well.  The Chair noted that since we have several vacancies, it may better serve this Committee to wait until the next meeting to elect the remainder of the members.
Next the Chair asked about the Ad Hoc Sub-Committee noting that there had been several questions about the housing of this committee and to whom it should report.  It was an agreement of this Committee that it should be a Sub-Committee of the University Senate.  However the Ad-Hoc Committee would be asked to report back to the undergraduate University Curriculum Committee since much of their discussions revolve around curricular matters.
