BISC Graduate Research Assistantship Support 

The Bioinformatics and Information Sciences Center has funds to support graduate students conducting research under the supervision of WKU faculty members. Research should be relevant to informatics or the application of such in analysis. This document outlines information about the available funding as well as how to apply for the Graduate Research Assistantship (GRA). 

Applications must include the form on the following page which requires the name of the supervising faculty member, as well as the name of the student to be supported, the semester(s) for which support is requested, the amount of support requested each semester, information about matching funds, a short description of the project (not to exceed one page), and the expected outcomes. In addition, an up-to-date vita from the student to be supported must be submitted, and a statement of purpose from the student (not to exceed ½ page), which outlines the student’s understanding of the goal of the project and the contributions the student will make to the project. Complete applications must be submitted as PDF attachments by email from the supervising WKU faculty member. 

At the end of the funding period, a one-page final report from the graduate students must be forwarded by the supervising WKU faculty member. This report should include the student name and list the outcomes of the research such as publication(s), presentation(s), etc.  Applying for a BISC GRA implies consent that information from the final report may be used in the BISC newsletter.

WKU’s minimum for graduate assistantships is $5,000 per semester. Thus the needed support with 1-to-1 matching for one semester is $2,500 to match the $2,500 BISC GRA support. GRA support from BISC does not include money for tuition waivers.  Matching funds are not required; however, priority is given to proposals which include matching funding. 
All WKU faculty members may apply for support for a project related to BISC’s mission (see http://www.wku.edu/bioinformatics ); however, priority is given to faculty who are members of BISC. 

The supervising faculty member is responsible for collecting and forwarding the information required for the application as a PDF file submitted by email. 

Applications will be accepted until the close-of-business on May 22, 2013, for support for the fall 2013 semester and/or for support for the spring 2014 semester.  Decisions about awards will be made soon after the application deadlines and the supervising faculty member as well as the student will be informed by email.
