Note: The two sequence Anatomy and Physiology classes (A&P I and A&P II MUST be taken at the same  university.
The above pre-requisite courses must be completed or approved equivalent classes transferred in from another institution prior to admission into the nursing program.

Completion of the above classes does not guarantee admission into the nursing program. Students applying for nursing must have a minimum overall GPA of 2.75.
