Minutes 5/13/2022

Present: Brewer, Ding, Eagle, Gardner
Guests from Kentucky Department of Public Health: Deena Bell, Lindsey Brewer, James House 

Kentucky Department of Health (KDPH) guests discussed their internship program and workforce development initiatives. Gardner provided overview of CEPH’s requirements for APE and review of competencies.  Stated our commitment to public health service throughout the program and how we set our GrAPE program to reflect this.  Described embedded GrAPEs and desire to create on-going mini projects in partnership with KDPH. Described ILE. Gardner will provide KDPH with competencies and examples of past projects/products. 

After guests left, discussed challenges posed by monitoring GrAPE hours.  We are not going to be allowed to create our own portfolio system on Anthology. Discussed alternatives. Decided that, moving forward, students will create a single reflection for all GrAPE experiences that will be submitted in the PH 598 during/near last semester of program.  Gardner will reach out to CITI about alternative ways of tracking hours in Bb and make necessary revisions MPH Guidebook, forms, and MPH Student org site.

Gardner reminded faculty to check Bb gradebook to ensure students in PH 520 and PH 580 have CITI training and plagiarism certificates (respectively) recorded.   

Gardner asked if we should keep plagiarism certificate as requirement. Eagle described some of the issues with what we are using. Gardner gave history of requirement.  Faculty discussed and decided that we would no longer require the plagiarism certificate but would find/create something to include in orientation and Bb course sites. 

Discussed how ILE process went this semester. Decided to have primary reader be sole reviewer on preliminary draft, and both reviewers on final draft. Due dates will be adjusted accordingly. Gardner will make necessary adjustments to ILE Guidebook, MPH Guidebook, MPH Student org site, and course site. 

Gardner stated she spoke with BRDHD about creating a series of practitioner videos describing various aspects of PH practice.  We will embed these in related courses to help provide real-life examples of how course content is applied in practice.

There was a request in MPH Exit survey for casual, synchronous get-togethers. Discussed monthly vs beginning and mid semester.  Decided to try latter.  Will do orientation event and then again in early November. 

Gardner stated ASLs drafts for MPH and certificates (health ed, epi) were due on 5/15 and will be in shared drive. 

Faculty discussed course sequencing moving forward. Sequencing goals were to maximize potential JUMP substitutions and sequencing to meet international 50% f2f requirement.
